This is where the user

This will give be a card view, 
giving insight to the animals 
when the user clicks one of the 
cards displayed on the 
dashboard. This will show 
things like pet name, breed, 
time in shelter, any background 
history, weight, sex, age, 
health, any characteristics, etc.

The user will be able to simply 
hit apply if they have an 
application already filled out 
and saved (completed in set-
up, can be edited in the 
fostering application page in 
account/profile)

Reviewing application is an option the user 
can click on before they hit submit. It will 
not be required. This is to help enhance the 
user experience by not asking them to 
review an application they are familiar with 
especially if they apply to foster often.

The user will be returned to the 
home/dashboard after they 
have submitted their 
application

The home will default to show 
the list of pets available to 
foster (if the user has already 
set up the account) - If the user 
has not set up their profile, 
there will be prompts to have 
them set up their profiles to 
start looking for pets

Navigational style: combination of Hierarchical tree and Nested doll - This app will be information rich - between what the 
app already provides and what

the user will be able to input themselves. Pieces of the app will also have the function of unfolding information.  The user 
will be able

to navigate through the app with the navigation bar at the bottom of the screen. 

The screens providing information on the dog may be more of a nested doll approach, the user will be able to go into 
specific details in a linear

fashion as they explore potential foster dogs and even within the foster pet updates pages.

This page will allow the foster 
family to include any information 
that may not fit in the other 2 
categories. Are they kid friendly? 
Good with other pets? Any odd 
quirks the pet may have (does it 
like to scratch at the carpet, 
obsessed with watching the 
mailman, etc.)? Any pictures they 
want to share.

This page will offer an 
‘archived’ version of 
all the information on 
the foster pet, plus 
information on when 
the pet was adopted, 
and if provided, 
information on the 
new family to keep in 
contact with.

The Humane Society 
would be able to add 
any vet history prior to 
the foster family, and 
then the foster family 
would be able to add if 
there were more vet 
visits.

This would include 
things about the pets 
daily routine like�
� how much food do 

they ea�
� what kind of food 

have they been 
eatin�

� how often do they 
go outside�

� Do they have a 
specific wake up 
time/bed time?�

� Grooming?


For now, I think all of 
this information can be 
displayed in one 
screen, similar to how 
the pet specifics can 
be displayed in one 
screen.

Clicking on cards will take the user

This will open an overall view of 
any chats you may have with the 
different representatives of the 
shelter(s) you may be fostering 
for.

Having an in app chat feature will allow for

all communication about the pet to be kept

in one place. This can be started from the application

process and can last through the entirety of the 

fostering process.
